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1. DESCRIPTION

Meter Panel AX-107 (figure 1) contains three meters
that can be used to monitor the bias, screen, and plate vol-
tages of a final power amplifier stage. A fluorescent lamp

is supplied to illuminate the meter area.

2. UNPACKING AND INSTALLATION

When provided as part of a system, the AX-107 is normal-
ly installed in a rack at the factory; the rack (with asso-
ciated equipment) is then shipped to the oﬁerating site.
Whether received in this form or as an individual unit, un-
crate the equipment carefully and inspect for damage that may
have occurred in transit. Inspect all packing material for
parts that may have been shipped as loose items. With respect
to damage to the equipment for which the carrier is liable,
The Technical Materiel Corporation will assist in describing
methods of repair and the furnishing of replacement parts.

Each AX-107 is tested at the factory before shipment, and
is therefore ready for installation and operation. Prelimin-
ary adjustments are not necessary. The AX-107 is designed
for installation in a 19-inch wide equipment rack. Instal-
lation consists of fastening the AX-107 to the rack with

SCrews.

3. ELECTRICAL INSTALLATION

Electrical connection at the rear panel is dependent upon
the system in which the unit is used: refer to the applicable
system cabling diagram and make the necessary connections.

with the schematic diagrams in the associated system and mod-

ular-unit manuals as an aid for tracing wiring.

4. MAINTENANCE

Check condition of wires, terminals, and meters to en-

sure that charring or other deterioration has not set in.

5. PARTS LIST

The parts list presented is a cross-reference list of
parts identified by a reference designation and TMC part num-
ber. 1In most cases, parts appearing on schematic diagrams
are assigned reference designations in accordance with MIL-
STD-16. Wherever practicable, the reference designation is
marked on the equipment, close to the part it identifies. 1In
most cases, mechanical and electro-mechanical parts have TMC
part numbers stamped on them.
